BBIH:

The BIBLIOGRAPHY of BRITISH and IRISH HISTORY
THE CASE FOR SUBSCRIBING.

The free online version of the Bibliography, the Royal Historical Society of British and Irish History will disappear on 1 January 2010 to be replaced by the new Bibliography of British and Irish History (BBIH). The BBIH will be a subscription service, managed in collaboration between the Royal Historical Society, the Institute of Historical Research and the international publishing house Brepols.

Why should a University Library subscribe to the BBIH?

1. From 1 January, the freely available RHS Bibliography will be withdrawn; the gap in bibliographical provision will be filled by BBIH, a key tool for all practising historians at any level, from undergraduate to senior scholar.

2. With a history going back many decades, the Bibliography has established itself as the largest and most effective bibliographical tool for historians of British and Irish history, with approaching half a million records.

3. Covering imperial and commonwealth history, it is also an indispensable guide to writings about the British overseas.

4.. The development of the bibliography as an online service, thanks largely to AHRC grants over the last decade, has been targeted to making it indispensable for academic users, based in university libraries.

5. Its quality is globally recognised, notably in the Commonwealth, in North America and in Europe.

6. The bibliography will be updated three times a year, and at least 10,000 new records added each year.

7. The new BBIH retains features available hitherto on the RHS Bibliography. Key facilities available on the current RHS Bibliography search forms, including the subject classification scheme and searching by period covered, will be still in place. The new Bibliography will also continue to be compatible with OpenURL, facilitating linkage to full text. Links to the Oxford Dictionary of National Biography, the National Register of Archives, BL Articles Direct, Google Books, COPAC, H-Albion reviews, British History Online and Reviews in History will also still be available.

8. The new BBIH will also offer new and improved features, such as an auto-complete function, an auto record count per search field, a multilingual interface and extended export possibilities. 

9. Academic quality is guaranteed by the continuing involvement of the IHR and RHS. The existing project team remains in place, and records will continue to be verified by practising historians.
