DAVID BERRY ESSAY
Notice is hereby given that pursuant to the provisions of the David Berry Trust (which was founded by the will of the late David Anderson-Berry in memory of his father, the Reverend David Berry, and is administered by The Royal Historical Society of University College London, Gower Street, London WC1E 6BT, as Trustee under a Scheme sanctioned by an Order of the Chancery Division of the High Court of Justice dated the 23rd day of January, 1930, as varied by a Scheme of the Charity Commissioners dated the 11th day of January, 1978), a Competition will be held annually for a Prize of £250 which will be awarded to the writer of the best essay on a subject, to be selected by the candidate, dealing with Scottish History.   All persons desirous of competing for the Prize are invited to send in their essays for adjudication to the Secretary of The Royal Historical Society at University College London, Gower Street, London WC1E 6BT.

Essays must be delivered to the above address not later than the 31st day of December 2012. Essays already published or accepted for future publication are eligible for submission.   The winner will in due course be notified by The Royal Historical Society, whose decision shall be final.

The Royal Historical Society may require evidence that the person submitting the essay is the author thereof and shall not be liable if any essay is lost of mislaid or be called upon to return any essay and shall not be under any obligation to award the said Prize if in the opinion of the said Society no essay of sufficient merit is sent in.

The essay submitted must be a genuine work of research based on original (manuscript or printed) materials.  The essay should be between 6,000 and 10,000 words in length (excluding foot-notes and appendices).  It must be submitted in typescript.  The author's name should not appear on the typescript and should be submitted separately.   No person to whom the Prize has been awarded may enter for any subsequent competition for the Prize.
