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THE GLADSTONE HISTORY BOOK PRIZE

“History is among the most potent and effective of all the instruments of human education. It introduces us to forms of thought and action which are infinitely diversified.” (Gladstone’s Rectorial Address at the University of Glasgow, 1879).
The Royal Historical Society offers annually the Gladstone History Book Prize (value £1,000) for the best first book in non-British history. The prize has been made possible by a generous grant for the Gladstone Memorial Trust and was first awarded in 1998, the centenary of Gladstone’s death.

To be eligible for consideration for the prize, the book must:

i.
Be on any historical subject that is not primarily related to British history;

ii. Have been published in English during the calendar year 2012 by a scholar normally resident in the United Kingdom;

iii.
Be its author’s first solely written history book;

iv. Be an original and scholarly work of historical research.

The author or the publisher should submit one copy (non-returnable) of the eligible book by the end of the year. Should the book be short-listed, two further copies will be required. Entries should be sent to the Administrative Secretary, Royal Historical Society, University College London, Gower Street, London, WC1E 6BT.

The prize winner will be announced at the Society’s annual reception in July 2013. The closing date for entries is 31st December 2012.
