The Rees Davies Graduate Prize
The Royal Historical Society has established a new graduate essay prize in memory of its former President and distinguished medieval scholar, Professor Sir Rees Davies (1938-2005).

The prize is open to all graduates who have been awarded grants to attend conferences under the Society’s research support scheme during 2011-2012. The prize will be publication of the essay in the following year’s edition of the Society’s prestigious journal Transactions of the Royal Historical Society, three years’ free membership of the Royal Historical Society (which includes subscription to the Transactions), and a cash prize of £100.

      Sponsored graduates should submit three copies of a revised version of their conference paper to the Administrative Secretary at the Society office (address below) by 21 January 2013. 

      Essays should be between 5,000 and 10,000 words inclusive of footnotes, and should be double-spaced with ample margins. Please send two hard copies and an electronic version (Word attachments can be sent to the address below), ensuring that they are clearly marked with your name, contact details and ‘Rees Davies Prize’. Submitted essays should not have been accepted for publication elsewhere, and should not currently be under consideration by another journal or publisher.

      It is hoped to award the prize in July 2013, with the successful essay published in the 2013 edition of the Transactions. The Society reserves the right not to award the prize if no essay is deemed to meet the standard for publication in the Transactions.
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
